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Salary, Allowances & Amenities
available to the Members

After election to Assembly, the members become entitled
to certain amenities. These amenities are provided to members
with a view to enable them to function effectively as members of
Assembly.

Broadly speaking, the amenities provided to the
members relate to salaries and allowances. These are governed
by the Rajasthan Legislative Assembly (Officers’ and Members’
Emoluments and Pension) Act, 1956 and the rules made
thereunder.

Salary

Every member is entitled to a salary of Rs. 40,000 per
month during the term of his/her membership.
Constituency Allowance

Every member is entitled to a constituency allowance of
Rs. 70,000 per month during the term of his/her membership.
House Rent Allowance

Those members who have not been allotted government
accommodation and are living in their own or rental
accommodation are entitled, on
a certificate to this effect, to House Rent Allowance of Rs.
30,000/- per month. (w.e.f. 01.03.2024)

Telephone Allowance :- 2500/- P.M.
Daily Allowance

Every member during the term of his/her office is
entitted to receive a daily allowance at the rate of Rs. 2000/-
within the State and Rs. 2500/- outside the State per day
whenever a session of the Assembly or a sitting of a Committee
thereof takes place.

As regards meetings of the committee, every member is
entitted to draw daily allowance for a maximum period of 15
days in a calendar month provided that such limit of period is
not fixed for sittings of the House.

A member is also entitled to receive daily allowance for a
period not exceeding two days immediately preceding the
commencement of the session and not exceeding one day
immediately succeeding the end of the session as well as for
one day immediately preceding the commencement of the
meeting and one day immediately succeeding the adjournment of
the meeting.

A member visiting a place for the purpose of attending,
under the orders of the Speaker, to any other business
connected with his/her duties as a member shall also be entitled

to daily allowance.
Incidental charges:

If a member travels by train or bus, he shall be paid
incidental charges at the rate of Rs. 0.06 per kilometer.

Travelling Facilities

(A) By train/aeroplane/ship

A member can claim reimbursement of fares, including for
persons accompanying him, for journeys undertaken by train,
aeroplane, ship or steamer by any class within the territory of
India and prior permission by hon’ble speaker for aborad journey
up to a ceiling of Rs. Three lakh in a financial year. If in a
financial year, the sum of reimbursement is less than Three lakh,
then the remaining amount shall be carried forward to the
ensuing financial year(s) and the member can utilize such sum
any time before the completion of his tenure as such.

(B) By road

(a) For undertaking journeys by personal vehicle by a
member, a sum at the rate of Rs. 10.00 per kilometer shall be
payable.

(b) Each member is provided a Pass by which he or any
other person accompanying him become entitled to travel free of
cost by the bus services of the Rajasthan State Road Transport
Corporation, which includes deluxe and air-conditioned services
also, any time and on any route on which such bus services
operate.

Medical Facilities

Members and their family members are entitled to
medical treatment as admissible to officers of the State
Government.

Currently Rajasthan Government Health Scheme (RGHS)
has been implemented in the Rajasthan State. Under which free
medical facilities are available in the Government and approved
hospitals of the state.

Residential Facilities

Residential facilities are available to members at the

following places in Jaipur City on standard rent :-

(a) Vidhayak Aawas 160
(b) Flats in Vidhayakpuri 28
(c) Flats in Gandhi Nagar 36

Furniture Facility

Members residing at Jaipur in Government accommodation
or accommodation owned or hired by them are entitled to can
get a recharge of Furniture Expenses up to a limit of Rs.
80,000/- (Rupees eighty thousand only) .
Telephone Facility

Common telephones have been provided in the Reception
Rooms at the residential blocks of members at Jaipur from
where they can make local calls for which no limit is kept.
OTHER FACILITIES

(A) Transit facility to accompany spouse from the place
of ordinary residence to Jaipur and back at the time of each
session at Government cost by the same class by which the
member is entitled to travel.

(B) Facilities are available to members for stay in Rajasthan
House, New Delhi, Circuit Houses and Dak Bunglows as under

() RAJASTHAN HOUSE : Members have been provided with the
facility of stay at Rajasthan House, New Delhi, run by the State
Government, for a continuous period of 8 days at a time, 16
days in a particular month and for a maximum period of 80
days in a year.

(/) CIRCUIT HOUSES
facilities for stay in Circuit Houses run by the State
Government situated in Rajasthan, except at Jaipur. This facility

is, however, available to a member for maximum of 7 days in a
particular Circuit House in a particular month.

(Il) DAK BUNGLOWS : Members can stay in the Government
Dak Bunglows in Rajasthan on the same terms and conditions
as are applicable to Class | Officers of the State Government.
(C) For secretarial assistance, every member is provided either
with the services of a personnel from pay scale no. 1 to 9 by
the District Collector of his/her district to attend to his official
work or in the alternative, they may get Rs. 30,000/- per month
in lieu of secretarial assistants.

(D) For movement in their constituencies, every member is
provided either a vehicle from the District Pool for a maximum
period of 15 days in a month to tour his/her constituency, or in
case of non-utilisation of this government facility, they may get
up to Rs. 45,000/- per month from the Office of the District
Collector.

(E) Every member can recommend to the District Rural
Development Agency works of public utility in his/her constituency
upto Rs. 500 lacs in a year which are executed according to the
established procedure of this Agency.
